On September 30, 2025, the City of Perham (City) filed a Notice of Intent for
Annexation of certain real property (Property) from Perham Township (Township)
pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 414.033, subd. 3 (2024). On November 10, 2025, the City
adopted Ordinance No. 441 (Ordinance) annexing the Property from the Township. The
City filed the Ordinance with the Court of Administrative Hearings on November 24,
2025.

On December 18, 2025, the Township filed a waiver of objection with the Court of
Administrative Hearings pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 414.033, subd. 3. The record closed
on December 18, 2025 upon the Township’s filing.

The Property is legally described as follows:

Based upon a review of the Ordinance, the Administrative Law Judge makes the
following:

ORDER

1. Pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 414.033 (2024), the Ordinance is deemed
adequate in all legal respects and properly supports this Order.

2. Pursuant to the terms of the Ordinance and this Order, the Property is
ANNEXED to the City.

3. Pursuant to Minn. Stat. § 414.036 (2024), the City will reimburse the
Township as stated in the Ordinance.



4. The City must file a copy of the Annexation Ordinance with the Township,
the appropriate county auditor, and the Secretary of State as required by Minn. Stat.
§ 414.033, subd. 7.
